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Sale and Disposal of Obsolete Books, Equipment, and Supplies

In the event that a piece of equipment or other item owned by the Board of Education is deemed to no longer be of value and/or use, the item shall be first offered to the town for its use.  If the town does not wish the item, the item then shall be placed on a list of items that will be advertised for bid as unused equipment to be sold on an “AS IS” basis with no warranty expressed or implied.

Twice annually, administrators shall prepare lists containing the names of any pieces of equipment which are no longer of value and/or in use.  The lists of items will be presented to the Board of Education to seek its permission to place these items on the Town of Rocky Hill’s advertised Sale of Unused Equipment lists in the event that town agencies do not request the items.

Any and all payment realized by the sale of such equipment will be made to the Town of Rocky Hill.  Items which receive no bids shall be offered to the local non-profit organizations.  In the event that no interest is shown in a particular item, the item shall then be discarded.
