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Search and Seizure

A search of a student by an administrator or a designee of an administrator will be conducted when there is a reasonable ground for suspecting that the search will turn up evidence that the student has violated or is violating either the law or a rule of the school.

The administrator conducting the search should do so in the presence of another adult witness.  Both the administrator (or his/her designee) and the witness should be of the same sex as the student being searched.

The scope of the search and the methods adopted by the administrator conducting the search are to be reasonably related to the objectives of the search and not excessively intrusive in light of the age and sex of the student and the nature of the infraction.  The administrator conducting the search should be guided by the dictates of reason and common sense and should be careful to ensure that the interests of the student being searched will be invaded no more than is necessary to achieve the legitimate end of preserving order in the school.

In the event a student refuses to be searched and the circumstances warrant it, or, in the event a search may prove to be dangerous, the administrator in charge, or his/her designee, should enlist the assistance of the local police department.  Any student who fails to comply with a search request may also be subject to suspension and/or other disciplinary proceedings.
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
