Smoking in School Buildings and on School Grounds

Following its long-standing practice of implementing and supporting a curriculum which instructs students on the harmful effects of the use of all forms of tobacco, and since the purchase of tobacco products by persons under the age of eighteen is illegal within the State of Connecticut, the Rocky Hill Board of Education prohibits the use or possession of tobacco-related products by students on school property or during school-sponsored activities at any time.  With respect to all other individuals, smoking or the use of tobacco products if prohibited anywhere in the school buildings or on school property; and all staff, agents, or invitees of the Rocky Hill Public Schools shall refrain from smoking or using tobacco products during any school-sponsored activity occurring off the property of the Rocky Hill Public Schools.

In addition to the ongoing instruction regarding tobacco, the Board of Education will also offer assistance to students who are tobacco addicted.  This assistance will be in the form of smoking cessation clinics, which will be made regularly available at Board expense.  Principals are responsible for establishing and implementing appropriate administrative procedures for monitoring and enforcing this policy.

The Rocky Hill Board of Education encourages all staff members to give up smoking for their own good health and for the health of those with whom they come into contact.  The Board will assist them by providing, free of charge, smoke-cessation clinics to all staff who desire this help.
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
